Investment objective

The fund aims to provide a total return (income
plus capital growth) over the long term (defined
as five years) by investing typically at least 80%
of its assets (directly or indirectly) in shares of
companies (also known as equities) from around
the world and is managed in line with CCLA’s
Better World Policy.

Investment philosophy

We believe investing in high-quality companies that
can grow returns consistently at valuations that are
attractive, should lead to outperformance over the
long term. We look for companies which in our
opinion:

« demonstrate an enduring competitive advantage,
measured by their cash flow return on investment
and a strong track record of shareholder value
creation

¢ benefit from clear long-term growth trends

¢ benefit from superior financial strength, with a
strong balance sheet

¢ are trading at valuations that are attractive.

In December, Coca Cola
published a statement outlining the steps it has taken to address the issue.
Discussions continue.
